This fall, from September 24 to 
November 2, our Fox Valley 
community will be uniting with 
dozens of other cities across 
America for the nationwide 40 Days 
for Life campaign, the largest and 
longest coordinated pro-life effort in 
history.  
 
40 Days for Life is a focused pro-life 
campaign that over the past three 
years has generated measurable 
lifesaving results in more than 130 
cities where it has been conducted.  
Some cities have reported as much 
as a 28% drop in local abortion 
numbers, numerous post-abortive 
women and men finding healing 
and forgiveness, and from several 
hundred to over 1,000 new people 

getting involved with local lifesaving 
ministry efforts.   
 

40 Days for Life is an intensive 
ecumenical, faith-based, pro-life 
initiative that focuses on three key 
components: 40 days of prayer and 
fasting, 40 days of peaceful vigil at 
abortion facilities, and 40 days of 
grassroots educational outreach.  
  
The 40-day time frame is drawn 
from examples throughout Biblical 
history where God brought about 
world-changing transformation in 
40-day periods.  We’re excited to 
see what changes God will bring to 
the Fox Valley community.   
 
Prayer and fasting are foundational 
activities in the success of the 40 
Days for Life fall campaign at  the 
Grand Chute abortion mill . 
 
Christ told us that some demons 
can only be driven out by prayer 
and fasting; they go hand in 
hand.  Prayer keeps us rooted in 
the desire to do God's Will, and 
fasting is a sacrifice that helps us 
reach beyond our limitations, with 
God's help.  We can fast from food, 
TV, alcohol, activities - anything 
that requires sacrifice of our own 
desires. 
 
Please consider committing to one 
or two hours a week, for ONLY 5 
weeks outside the Planned 
Parenthood abortion clinic at 3800 
N. Gillett St. in Grand Chute.  It is 
located about 5 minutes off of 
Highway 41, Richmond Street exit.

¨ 551 minors received 
abortions, with parents giving 
consent in 412 of those 
cases. 

¨ 77% of the women obtaining 
an abortion have never been 
married. 

¨ Residents of these states 
came to Wisconsin to receive 
their abortions: Michigan, 
Illinois, Minnesota, Iowa.
