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     Standing up for what you believe in is not easy. I know -- thatôs not something that any pro-
life teenager wants to hear, but itôs true. It is especially true if you attend a school whose teach-
ers completely disagree with your pro-life beliefs. I have heard of some teachers who, when 
assigning research papers or speeches, flat-out ban the topic of abortion from being covered. 
How can you make a stand when the opposition is the person deciding whether or not you pass 
that class? The answer is simple: be creative! Abortion is not the only issue important to the 
pro-life movement - euthanasia and embryonic stem cell research are just as important and itôs 
likely that they havenôt been banned by your teachers.

    Even if youôre like me, and have had the privilege of attending a school that supports your 
pro-life views, itôs still important to delve into the life issues in order to keep up on the latest 
information and to sharpen your ability to defend your position. I tried to bring up the issue in 
unexpected ways ð my economics research paper was about abortionôs effect on the United 
States economy and,  I did a book report on the biography of Norma McCorvey (Jane Roe of 
Roe v. Wade). Other topics could include:
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Å Chinaôs One Child Policy

Å Americaôs early 20th-century eugenics laws 

Å The differences between embryonic and adult stem cell research 

Å The science of human cloning and the ethical dilemmas it presents

Å Pre-natal development

Pick someone you trust and 
with whom you can work well.
